Let’s 
begin:

STEP 1: Write down all the things that you are good at and enjoy doing. Do you enjoy creating new products or 
processes? Are you a detail-oriented person? Do you love to learn? Are you a people person? Whatever you feel 
your strengths are, write them down.

STEP 2: Write down the ways you are able to utilize your strengths (both at work and at home). Did you know that 
you are three times as likely to have an excellent quality of life when you are able to use your strengths every day? 

If you find that you’re unable to tap into your natural talents, skills and abilities on a regular basis, something needs 
to change. Live on purpose and deliberately create ways to utilize your strengths in some fashion every single day.
